Avoiding Maladministration within 2022-23 Statutory Assessments 
 
Quick Reference Guides to Best Practice for Statutory Requirements 2022-23 Assessments, including Non-statutory Guidance

The purpose of these quick reference guides is to compliment the raft of guidance available from STA and the DfE regarding the entire process of the assessment periods, from preparation and training through to delivery and final Headteacher declaration. 

It is essential that headteachers, teachers, school staff and governing bodies in maintained schools (including maintained special schools), academies (including free and special 
schools), alternative provisions, Service Children’s Education schools and 
participating independent schools understand the statutory requirements for KS2 and Y1 phonics screening assessments. 

These quick reference guides aim to include additional practical suggestions to ensure that schools can:
· understand the statutory requirements for the tests
· plan for the tests
· receive and securely store test materials
· administer the tests correctly


Headteachers are responsible for the test administration arrangements within their school. Failing to adhere to this guidance could lead to a maladministration investigation, potentially resulting in the annulment of KS2 test results. Robust preparation and annual training mitigate this risk.
